Catholicism: Structures and Hierarchies 
Do they Alienate or Bind? 

To some, Catholic structures like parishes and dioceses, 
or even Mass itself, appear to be impersonal and 
alienating. Evangelization, reaching out to others, the 
Church’s very mission, is often not given priority. How 
we use/share our talents, how we empower the laity, 
how we recognize the role of women, how we affirm 
cultural diversity, how we overcome poverty and 
oppression, remain vexing questions as well as 
opportunities. While some are generous with their time, 
talent, and treasure, many others do not respond in 
proportion to what they have. This results in a lack of 
Church resources, hampering the church’s ability to 
carry out its mission, and obstructing people’s growth in 
Christian maturity and true discipleship. Practicing 
Catholic stewardship, individually and as a faith 
community, binds worship and practice.  
 
Wonderful News! The IRA Charitable Rollover Bill 
Passed! Congress has extended a wonderful charitable 
planning tool for both 2008 and 2009. IRA owners age 
70 1/2 or older can make a direct transfer from your IRA 
to a qualified charity and the amount donated (which 
otherwise would have had to be reported as taxable 
income to you) does not have to be reported as taxable 
income. Tax-wise, this is actually better than a tax 
deduction for your donation! You may donate part or all 
of your IRA required annual distribution up to $100,000 
in one year. This IRA rollover opportunity will exist for 
year 2008 and year 2009. The IRA charitable gift rollover 
is very simple. The transfer is made directly from the IRA 
to the qualified public charity, in this case your parish. 
This is a nice, simple, and effective way to make a 
charitable gift to your parish.
