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Just as our relationship with friends is a process of
growth, so our relationship with God grows and matures
throughout our lives. The story of Jesus and the
Samaritan woman at the well helps to point out stages in
that growth. First we begin to learn about the person. We
learn from our own experience with the person and
through others’ experiences. We begin to share our
thoughts and feelings. Gradually as we begin to trust the
person more, our relationship moves from knowing
about the person to knowing the person to loving the
person as a friend.

Each of us has relationship with Jesus that began
with learning about him — from other Christians, family,
the Church, friends. As we have more experience of
Jesus, our faith becomes our own, rather than the faith
we have received from others. Then we want to share
our faith with others.
