 In this week’s gospel, a Gentile who is deaf and has 
a speech impairment is brought to Jesus for healing. The 
Gentiles were “seen” as the lowly ones by some first-
century Jews. Yet the Gentile asks Jesus for healing 
when some of the Jews, the chosen ones, can’t seem to 
hear or see his message. Sometimes we are spiritually 
blind, deaf, or dumb. Prejudices or lack of understanding 
can blind our hearts. When we truly break open the word 
of God and live it, we find the healing and hope that 
creates wholeness for all people.

 The New Law is called a law of love because it 
makes us act out of the love infused by the Holy Spirit, 
rather than from fear; a law of grace, because it confers 
the strength of grace to act, by means of faith and the 
sacraments; a law of freedom, because it sets us free 
from the ritual and juridical observances of the Old Law, 
inclines us to act spontaneously by the prompting of 
charity and, finally, lets us pass from the condition of a 
servant who “does not know what his master is doing” to 
that of a friend of Christ – “For all that I have heard from 
my Father I have made known to you” – or even to the
