FAITH CORNER 
THE WORD IN THE ASSEMBLY 

 We are formed by the 
Word of God read in the 
community of faith. 

 Whenever we gather for 
worship, Christians listen to a reading 

from the Bible. The Bible is our sacred book, formed 
through the centuries. Who we are as a community is 
reflected in this Book. We believe that when the Word is 
proclaimed in the community, something special 
happens. We believe that God speaks to us through 
God’s Word. God speaks to us not just about what 
happened long ago, but about our own lives today. The 
community helps us to understand what that Word 
means for us. 
 

National Catechetical Directory 
 Because Christ’s revelation is inexhaustible, we can 
always know more about it and understand it better (Cf. 
Eph 3, 18f)#.God speaks to us in a special manner in 
His word – sacred scripture#.   (#55, see also #s 59-60) 
 

Catechism of the Catholic Church 
The Church is communion with Jesus 
 From the beginning, Jesus associated his disciples 
with his own life, revealed the mystery of the Kingdom to 
them, and gave them a share in his mission, joy, and 
sufferings. Jesus spoke of a still more intimate 
communion between him and those who would follow 
him: “Abide in me, and I in you#.I am the vine, you are 
the branches.” And he proclaimed a mysterious and real 
communion between his own body and ours: “He who 
eats my flesh and drinks my blood abides in me, and I in 
him.”           (#787) 
 The comparison of the Church with the body casts 
light on the intimate bond between Christ and his 
Church. Not only is she gathered around him; she is 
united in him, in his body. Three aspects of the Church 
as the Body of Christ are to be more specifically noted: 
the unity of all her members with each other as a result 
of their union with Christ; Christ as head of the Body; 
and the Church as bride of Christ.      (#789)
