FAITH CORNER

IMITATE JESUS
To “put on the Lord Jesus
Christ” means to imitate Christ in
our daily lives — loving, forgiving,

healing, reconciling — living as he @ N
lived. \ﬂ

Whatever our family history,
telling our stories helps bind together the
members of the family. It helps family members to
remember who they are as members of this family.

As Christians we also have a story to tell. During
Lent we prepare to celebrate the Easter Triduum when
we tell the story of Jesus’ suffering, death, and
resurrection. The celebrations help us to remember who
we are as baptized Christians. They help us to
remember what it means to be a Christian. The better
we prepare ourselves during Lent, the more meaningful
will be our celebration of the Easter mysteries.

The season of Lent is a preparation for Easter. The
liturgy prepares adult catechumens “for the celebration
of the paschal mystery by the several stages of Christian
initiation; it also prepares the faithful, who recall their
baptism and do penance.” (General Norms for the
Liturgical Year and the Calendar, Sacred Congregation
for Divine Worship, February 14, 1969, 27.) (#144, see
also #91)

Jesus calls to conversion. This call is an essential
part of the proclamation of the kingdom: “The time is
fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand; repent, and
believe in the gospel.” In the Church’s preaching this call
is addressed first to those who do not yet know Christ
and his Gospel. Also, Baptism is the principal place for
the first and fundamental conversion. It is by faith in the
Gospel and by Baptism that one renounces evil and
gains salvation, that is, the forgiveness of all sins and
the gift of new life. (#1427)
